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The Changes of Household Income Distribution in China from the
Beginning of the 21st Century

Abstract: The household income distribution in China has changed significantly since the beginning of the
21st century. Generally speaking the whole period can be divided into two phases. The first phase was from
2000 to 2008 in which the gap of the income distribution among different household groups in rural and urban
areas respectively and that between the urban and rural households gradually widened. The second phase is
from 2008 to now in which the gap of the income distribution between rural and urban households has
gradually narrowed. In this essay we used the data concerning the household income and expenditure and
the relevant data concerning national economy accounting gained by the State Bureau of Statistics of China in
different phases and periods and by different methods made dynamic analyses of these changes and results
made international comparisons and studied the characteristics of the developments and changes in China’ s
household income distribution and its relationship with economic growth. On this basis we also explored the
path to the improvement of the household income distribution in China.
