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the Party’s first Congress could be attributed to the small proportion of women in the membership of the early communist organisations, the criteria
for allocating delegates to the Congress, the lack of unified regulations and the absence of strict organisational procedures during the early years of
the Party. Although there were no female delegates to the Party s first Congress, Chinese women were not absent in its history. Women such as Wang
Hui-wu and Huang Shao—lan, intentionally or unintentionally, made unique contributions to the smooth convening of the Party’s first Congress and
the founding of the CPC. (Qi Ji and Zhu Xing—kun)

Shaping the People—Oriented Nature of the Socialist Arts: A Perspective of Socialist Images from 1949 to 1966: Since its establishment,
the CPC has always attached great importance to the work of the arts, insisted that they serve the people, and established a literary and artistic
creation system with the people at its core, which laid an important foundation for the creation of socialist images and their widespread influence.
In the practice of “the arts serving the workers and farmers”, literary and artistic creations after the founding of New China have portrayed a large
number of ordinary workers. Among them, image works deeply reflect the fundamental characteristics of the people—oriented nature of the socialist
arts, establish the subjectivity and sense of ownership among the workers and farmers, and endow women with new connotations of personal and
family liberation. In this regard, it is inspiring for contemporary literary creation to analyse the presentation of “peoplehood” in the image works,
explore the narrative logic behind the images, and emphasize the importance of “peoplehood” 1o the socialist arts. (Chen Ting)

A Centennial History of the CPC in the Light of Mao Ze-dong’s Poems: Mao Ze—dong was a poet and a politician rolled into one. His poems
are a guide to understanding the history of the CPC. The poetic line of “For the sake of bitter sacrifice,/ I dare to change the sun and the moon into
a new sky.” sums up the character of the Chinese Communists. “I ask, on this boundless land,/ Who rules over man’s destiny?” highlights the
revolutionary history of the Party in the fourteen years before the Zunyi Conference; “The summit’ s now surmounted with big strides.” reflects
that in the fourteen years after the Zunyi Conference. After the founding of New China, the CPC led the Chinese people to change the
backwardness of China’s economy, technology, science and culture, with the spirit of “So much cries ought to be done,/ Things are so urgent.”. In
the new era of reform and opening up and socialist modernisation, the living standards of the Chinese people and China’s comprehensive national
power have undergone a “dramatic change”.

“Life-Long Service”: On Mao Ze—dong’ s “Centennial View” : Mao Ze—dong’ s contemplation on the key word “century” originated from the
interaction between the traditional Chinese concept of “one hundred years” or “life” and the European concept of “century” and advanced with the
development of Chinese revolutionary and socialist construction. In Yan’ an, he actively considered the century—long history of imperialist and
feudalistic oppression and the century—long history of the Chinese people’s struggle since 1840, positioned the new democratic revolution, and
called on the whole Party to actively study and learn Chinese history; in the period of socialist construction, he considered the possibility of China
catching up with the developed capitalist countries and, on the basis of his experience and lessons learned, cautiously set the time required for the
goal at around a century; in his later years, he thought about the inter—generational implications of “one hundred years” and linked it to the issue of
“successors” 1o the socialist cause.
