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and advantages deeply rooted. We shall avoid sheer influx of capitals, the loss of national assets throughout ownership structure modification, and the
damage to SOE kernel competitiveness in the course of vitalizing capitals in stock. (Zheng You—gui)

An Explorative Study of the Cultural Dilemma in China’s Law Construction: The double dilemmas of China’s law construction in theory and practice could
be attributed to the internal link among our perspective on power, rights, public and private ownership and rule consciousness as well as their subsequential
rule system.We have taken on enormous efforts to rid of barriers of traditions and modernize rule of law. However, our steps towards running the state
according to law are increasingly heavy, discouraged from traditional cultures, social transformations, the international phenomenon of power centralization,
the debility of constitutional authority. The ongoing critical measures for China’s law construction lie in our inheritance and upholding of virtuous traditions
and develop the socialist culture with obvious regional features to manifest the merits of socialist institution.(Zhang Fu—-gang)

The Justice of Land Ownership and Tts Realistic Reflections: An Alert to Historical Nihilism:The revolution on land ownership is one of the great historical
practices of social revolutions in Chinese rural areas in the 20th century. With the abolishment of feudalism law and order on land ownership and the
implementation of the land reform movement, the equality principle of distributive justice awakened farmers to the awareness and initiative of challenging the
obsolete ideology of class consciousness and encouraged them to become self—involving participants of constructing a new society. With the wide-spread
campaign on agricultural cooperation and commonly—acknowledged public ownership of land, the historical critics about feudalistic land ownership and the
revolutions on land ownership institution have been generally completed since the New Democratic Revolution, and the historically justifiable land ownership
institution came into being. Admist the market economy and ideological conflicting context,the historical achievements since the land reform movement would
always be in the grip of the people as long as we hold fast to Marxism criticism and justice of socialism in policy-making, although historical nihilists, who
vilify the land reform movement and challenge public ownership, have long harbored illusions of revitalizing private ownership of land. (Bao Da—wei)

The Disruptive Impact, Causes and Preventive Strategies of Rampant Fly =Style Corruption:Voraciously rampant ‘fly —style’ corruption refers to the
corruptive acts of grass—rooted officials and cadres who abuse public power or public resources by taking advantage of their positions. The detrimental impacts
of ‘“fly—style’ corruption are numerous, ranging from jeopardizing cadre -masses relationship, disrupting grass-rooted democracy, stimulating gregarious
embezzlement and avaricious corruption, ruining political ecology, imperiling people’s interest, causing public assets waste, to disturbing market economy
orders. The chief causes of ‘fly—style’ corruption are as followed: the insufficiency in comprehensive qualities, the stimulus from materialistic desires, the
interference originating from differentiated patterns, the current anemia mechanisms, and the relatively mild penalties. At present, following preventive
strategies could be taken against “fly-style’ corruption. we could shore up the Party construction to elevate comprehensive qualities, improve the system by
oplimizing managing mechanisms, cut down corruption through intensified supervision, enhance penalties in a constant manner, and raise the mass
consciousness by encouraging their participation.

Chinese Preliminary Advocacy for Propelling Global Governance and Tts Significant Impact:The initiative on promoting global governance stands for a
significant sign of China’s continually improving international status. China’s advocacy for propelling global governance embodies four aspects: firstly, to
uphold international orders and system by following the UN Charter and to safeguard the openness of world economy institution; secondly, to revolutionize
international financial system in line with the new world development and the requirements of developing countries as the vast majority; thirdly, to
innovate more rational and justifiable institutions for better dealing with great challenges confronting human beings; fourthly, to complete the current
system and enhance the role of emerging countries. The Chinese philosophy of social activities suggests that global governance should abide by the
principle of co—consultation, co—construction and co-sharing, and the adherence to the rightful idea of moral and profit expand the converging points of
common interests between China and other countries. (Zhang You-wen)

On Xi Jinping’s Thoughts and Practice of the International Order with Chinese Characteristics: International order refers to an ideal mode for establishing
harmonious relations among nations. It is the basis of international friendly coexistence, the codes for standard behavior, and the effective measures and
orderly state for handling conflicts and disputes rationally as well as launching international cooperation in search of common development. Western
scholars propose two kinds of perceptions on international orders, one is built on hegemony while the other on power balance. The former stresses the
hegemonic or uni-polar structure while the latter emphasizes the balance of power. The international order with Chinese characteristics presented by
President Xi differs from the western counterparts in highlighting the role of institution and conception, and laying a foundation for rule and regulation of
international orders in theory and practice. (Qiu Hua—fei)

Researches and Studies on Constructing a Discourse System with Chinese Characteristics: A Literature Review: In recent years, the research circles came to
focus on discourse system studies as Chinese comprehensive powers are increasingly improving. Generally, the researches are mainly carried out in following
aspects: the connotations of discourse system and related concepts, historical periods and classification of discourse systems, the essence of the constructing a
discourse with Chinese characteristics, the existing crux in the discourse of Chinese social science and its underlying causes, the plan for constructing a discourse
system with Chinese characteristics. A review of recent researches on discourse could provide valuable experience for following discourse construction and
